  Over the course of the summer the Urban League University (ULU) Summer Program 

hosted a variety of field trips for the student participants.  However  those that seemed to have a 

lasting impression on the youth were the educational inspired trips! 

     ULU students were afforded the opportunity to visit the campuses of Midland Lutheran Col-

lege, the University of Nebraska-Lincoln and Wayne State.  During these campus visits the stu-

dents were given a tour of the grounds, athletic facilities, dormitories, and of course who could 

resist the temptation to sample campus food provided by the University’s cafeterias!

As a result this particular trip was a memorable experience 

to all and piqued the interest of most to possibly pursue Criminal Justice as a career choice! 

     The field trips provided an opportunity for exposure and allowed them to view the many op-

tions that could be available to them upon graduating from high school.  ULU students walked 

away from these experiences understanding that there is a certain level of academic preparation 

that is needed to achieve these career paths and to pursue post-secondary education. 

     Through it all the students found the tours and trips to be fun, informative and allowed for  

networking with others they may never have had the opportunity to meet here in their  

community.

 As a part of the educational enrichment component of the 

program ULU students had the opportunity to take classes in an 

effort to regain credits through OPS’ certified Credit Recovery 

Program.  The program was equipped with certified teachers who taught subjects like math 

and English in a classroom setting allowing students to complete their assignments, test tak-

ing, etc.  Also, students had access to the Angel Network, an online education system, a sup-

plemental tool to help assist in regaining credits! 

 The Credit Recovery Program classes would normally have cost participants $85 per 

class; however, for the ULU students there was no charge for their participation!   

Students earned their much needed credits allowing them to begin the 2009-10 school year 

with academic achievement and success.
